Study expenses
At some schools, additional costs may 
be encountered for optional activities 
like camps or private music lessons. 
However, in general, international 
students should expect to pay for 
homestay accommodation, overseas 
student health cover, textbooks and 
stationery, excursions, electronic devices 
and school uniforms (if applicable).

Tertiary pathways
Most Victorian government school 
international students continue their 
study at university. Victoria has 
Australia’s highest school to university 
transition rates. So, Victorian educators 
are skilled and experienced in propelling 
students towards this goal. Completing 
the VCE gives students the choice of 
progression to a Victorian university or 
tertiary study overseas.

Languages 
Enrolling in a Victorian government school enables students to 
choose from approximately 50 different languages subjects, 
either on-site at their school or through the Victorian School of  
Languages (VSL). 

Almost all Victorian government schools in this guide provide 
classes for students to study languages (other than English).  

The languages offered are detailed on each school’s profile 
page.

If your chosen school does not provide your choice of language 
classes on-site, you can still enrol in your language choice 
through the VSL at no extra charge.

The VSL is a government school and is the largest provider of 
languages in Victoria. Languages are taught to school students 
at all levels up to and including Year 12. 

VSL classes are scheduled for Saturdays from 9am to 12.30pm, 
with some classes scheduled for mid-week evenings after 
school. VSL is provided at 40 different locations across 
Victoria, including on-site at many accredited Victorian 
government schools, and through distance education. Teachers 
are fully qualified with a track record of supporting students to 
achieve top scores.

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Melbourne, Victoria
Melbourne presents students with a 
wide variety of sports, history, foods, 
entertainment and arts to explore. 
Not only is the city a hub of activity 
with something for everyone, living 
and learning in a diverse and inclusive 
centre like Melbourne helps students 
learn more about the world, appreciate 
other cultures and work with people 
from varied backgrounds. According 
to the Economist Intelligence Unit’s 
Global Liveability Index, Melbourne is 
consistently ranked in the world’s top 
most liveable cities for its cohesive and 
stable society, healthcare, education 
and world-class infrastructure. The city 
and its surrounding suburbs are home to 
schools with an outstanding reputation 
for academic and creative excellence. 

Our schools are located close to secure 
homestays, beautiful parks, shopping 
centres, public transport and cafés that 
provide students with an opportunity 
to experience everything that the inner 
Melbourne city or the leafy suburbs have 
to offer.

Melbourne City North
Melbourne’s northern part is one of the 
city’s most dynamic and vibrant regions. 
The area has a strong mix of people 
from culturally diverse backgrounds 
and is popular among international 
students due to its lively arts scene, 
music, cafés and proximity to the Central 
Business District. The heritage-listed 
Queen Victoria Market and the oldest 
metropolitan racecourse in Australia are 
also located on the north side of the city.

Melbourne City West
The western side of Melbourne is best 
known for its maritime history, bustling 
weekend markets, delicious Asian 
cuisines and breathtaking views of 
the city skyline. The west of Melbourne 
is also home of the fascinating 
Scienceworks Museum and Werribee 
Wildlife Park.

Melbourne City East
The east of Melbourne is an established 
area with many iconic landmarks, 
luscious gardens, world-famous sporting 
stadiums and significant government, 
health and religious institutes, including 
the Parliament of Victoria, Melbourne 
Cricket Ground and St Patrick’s 
Cathedral. The outer eastern region 
is divided into two areas with the 
Dandenong Ranges on one side and the 
Yarra Valley on the other.

Melbourne City South
Melbourne’s south offers plenty of 
outdoor activities with easy access to 
parks, pristine surfing beaches, galleries, 
craft shops and restaurants. With 
diverse communities, heritage buildings 
and trendy shopping strips throughout, 
the south of Melbourne is popular 
among both locals and tourists.

Melbourne is Australia’s best student city in the QS Best Student Cities 
2022 ranking (for an 8th year in a row) and one of Australia’s most 
multicultural cities.

Geelong and the Bellarine Peninsula
Geelong and the Bellarine Peninsula an hour’s drive 
from Melbourne. Geelong is Victoria’s second largest 
city and is infused with a vibrant art and surf culture. 
The city is lined with old art galleries, street art, 
industrial spaces transformed into creative hubs, 
fabulous bistros and trendy urban precincts. The 
region is well known for its scenic coastline, beaches, 
surfing, bountiful produce, adventure and wildlife. 
Belmont High School and North Geelong Secondary 
College are both located in this area. 

Great Ocean Road
Celebrated for its exquisite natural beauty, the 
Great Ocean Road is an engineering miracle of the 
twentieth century. It is one of the world’s most scenic 
coastal drives situated barely 90 minutes away from 
Melbourne’s city centre. Spanning 242 kms, the road 
winds along the beautiful southern coast of Victoria. 
The spectacular nearby landscape hosts dinosaur 
fossil sites, such as the Dinosaur Cove. It is popular for 
its clifftop views, beachside villages and mesmerising 
wildlife. The tourist crown jewel of the area is the Twelve 
Apostles, an incredible rock formation in the Southern 
Ocean.

Goldfields 
The Goldfields region in central Victoria is a testament 
to its rich past. It is associated with the gold rush of 
the 1850s, which was Victoria’s most iconic historical 
period. Its museums are filled with objects from 
European and Chinese settlers who arrived in the 
region in the 1800s. The region hosts a collection of 
waterfalls, mineral springs, caves, campgrounds, 
barbecue areas, playgrounds, walking tracks, fine 
parks and landscaped gardens. Bendigo Senior 
Secondary College and Mount Clear College are both 
located in the Goldfields.

Grampians
With scenery that seems to have come alive straight 
out of the Lion King movie, the Grampians are one of 
the most spectacular and pristine mountain ranges 
in Australia. The most popular destination in the 
area is the Grampians National Park, situated 260 
kms north-west of Melbourne. The region plays host 
to the brilliant Pinnacle walk, and Reeds and Boroka 
lookouts. It also has Victoria’s largest waterfall, the 
beautiful McKenzie Falls. The Grampians have every 
outdoor adventurer’s dream activities and a plethora 
of rare and diverse wildlife at the doorstep. The region 
is also home to Stawell Secondary College.

Gippsland 
Gippsland extends from the eastern outskirts of 
Melbourne all the way to the New South Wales border. 
From its rugged forested terrain, winter snow and 
vast waterways, to abundant wildlife and untouched 
beaches, there is something to inspire everyone. It has 
attractions such as the gorgeous Wilson Promontory 
National Park with its striking granite peaks, the 
captivating squeaky beach, and stunning Strzelecki 
Mountain Ranges. Gippsland boasts a variety of food 
and cuisine experiences and it is hard to go wrong 
eating anywhere in the region. Kurnai College is 
located in the beautiful Latrobe Valley in Gippsland.

High Country 
Roughly three hours’ drive from Melbourne, the High 
Country region is famous for its snowfields. Its snow 
peaks offer an opportunity to snowboard and ski 
through the Alpine slopes in winters. Its storybook 
landscape allows for inspired bushwalking, mountain 
biking and cycling in the warmer months. It’s stunning 
mountains, valleys, rivers and lakes are perfect places 
for adventure and relaxation, year-round. Wodonga 
Middle Years College and Wodonga Senior Secondary 
College are located in Victoria’s High Country.
